Welcome to the little city of Auto just off County Road B, in the state of Auto where only cars live and talk. (a la Chevron commercials). The friendly vehicles’ daily encounters teach valuable life lessons and emphasize how we all “auto (ought to) be good”. Get it?

A Road Less Traveled is the first release of the Auto-B-Good video series and features modern 3-D animation and an objective of teaching young viewers what it means to be a person of character. The film focuses on different character-traits including honesty, responsibility, and patriotism in a collection of short automotive adventures. Each car with its distinct personality is introduced in this premiere project. Humor abounds, but  tempered with serious positive outcomes. 

While targeted to children ages 3-8, the use of talking cars of various makes, models and ages and the high-octane stories, may also appeal to older car enthusiasts.  A Road Less Traveled could be used with character education curriculums in public schools, and while no Bible scripture is referenced, the character traits are in harmony with Judeo-Christian teachings.
